THE CUTTING EDGE deals with critical current issues and subjects that presage
societal change.

APRIL 4: CAN’T ANYONE PLAY THIS GAME? Reminiscent of Casey Stengal’s
lament about his hapless New York Mets expansion baseball team, is the performance, or
lack of performance, of San Diego’s city officials in the past decade. The norm seems to
be one major blunder after another. Norma Damashek, Vice president of the League of
Women Voters, and 15 years earlier experience in the offices of city councilmen, will tell
it like it is.

APRIL 18:  FIXING SOCIAL SECURITY. President Bush has called social security
a system in crises and is determined the fix should be private accounts that would involve
trillions of added national debt. The critics have been numerous and vocal, and include
not a few conservatives. UCSD Economics Professor Ross Starr is a widely recognized
social security authority who has lots to say and will spare no one in his analysis of where
the system is and how to fix it.

MAY 2: CALIFORNIA’S SCHOOLS NOW RANK NEAR LAST. After passage
of Proposition 13, our state’s K though 12 public school system went from being the na-
tion’s best to near the bottom. UCSD Sociology Professor Hugh “Bud” Mahan, a widely
recognized education authority, will describe the carnage and offer his ideas on how to
correct the situation.

MAY 16: WHITHER TORT REFORM? One of President Bush’s major legislative
goals, tort reform, arouses the ire of trial lawyers who maintain they serve the people’s in-
terest by forcing corporations and medical practitioners to a higher standard. Thomas Jef-
ferson School of Law Professor Tom Golden will take a look at both sides and try to sepa-
rate the wheat from the chaff.
